It was more than just the humidity-Baby Girl 05/19/08
As much as I would love to say that controlling the humidity was the answer to Baby Girl’s continual cough this weekend, it is just bigger than that. Sunday night, the humidity was at 56% and BG was coughing non-stop; I gave her ½ Torbutrol at 12:00am and she woke up coughing at 1:30am. The meds just weren’t making a dent in her cough. So Monday morning came around and back to Standifer Gap Pet Hospital & Dr. Linderman & her staff BG went. I called ahead to let them know BG would need her apartment back for the week and that we’d be there shortly. Fortunately, I was so busy at work that I did not really get a chance to dwell on BG, but by 4:30pm, I was ready to get to Baby Girl! I walked in the back to where BG was and she immediately perked up, but only a slight cough. I opened the door and she stumbled out in a sedated stupor. When I picked her up, she was wet because she had pee-pee’d on herself. The girls at the vet’s office are so great & caring, they were upset and assured me they’d taken her out, but she did the same thing on Saturday when they sedated her. It might sound weird, but I had much rather her be so relaxed that she wet herself than coughing. Dr. Linderman said that she’d talked to Dr. Sura and we are going to try to keep Baby Girl sedated to the point of near comatose! Sounds good to me! They also did 3 nebulization treatments today and are going to continue for the rest of the week. I did not even ask what the cost for the nebulizer treatments, shots of Acepromazine, Acepromazine tablets, and Doxycline were, but I am sure that they are less than the cost of another stint and then we’d be at square one all over again! We got home and I put BG in the sink and washed her back legs and tail. I did not want to give her a full bath for fear of getting water down her nose. I put some fancy pants on her because she was dribbling pee the whole time. She has been resting comfortably since. Thankfully, we have only had a couple of coughing incidences in the past couple of hours! I knew it would be hard to keep her from coughing after the stint was placed, but she did so good the first couple of days-it must have been the “honeymoon” period. Mentally, I am out of words of wisdom and catch phrases, I just don’t want her to cough and run the risk of breaking the stint.  
So our medications include:

Morning/Breakfast:

¼ Torbutrol, 1 prednisone, 1 Clavamox, 1/2 Doxycycline (added another antibiotic), and ¼ Acepromazine (sedative)

Noon: 

¼ Torbutrol, ¼ Acepromazine

Afternoon/Dinner:

¼ Torbutrol, 1 prednisone, 1 Clavamox, 1/2 Doxycycline (added another antibiotic), and ¼ Acepromazine (sedative)

Bedtime:

¼ Torbutrol, ¼ Acepromazine
