My Adorable Baby Girl Updated 05/13/08:
I got 2 great calls from UT this morning. The first one was from Libby who said that Baby Girl got moved from ICU to a “regular room” this morning. Then Dr. Sura called to say that Baby Girl has done so great and was indeed ready to go home today! I got to UT this afternoon on pins and needles! They brought BG out and I didn’t even know it. You know why??? Because she was not coughing!!! She seems like a different pug with a renewed spirit.  Everyone went on about how BG had been walking around wagging her tail. What? BG hardly ever curled her tale, much less wagged it. It was almost like she was too exhausted before. Also, her nostrils look so good that I barely even noticed that they’d been enlarged! BG can still enter beauty pageants without being self conscious about her nose job!!! I can’t express in words how grateful I am to the UT Small Animal Clinic doctors and staff. They have literally saved my Baby Girl’s life. It was bittersweet to say good bye to everyone. After only a couple of days, I feel like they are my family. They did give BG meds for the drive home and she coughed once in 2 hrs. It was a different cough than before; it is more like she is doing a quick clearing of her throat verses the past which was a hacking cough. BG slept on the way home while I sat silently watching her in complete awe! This was the first time that BG has slept and not woken herself up coughing. We got home and the only time that BG got a little excited and coughed some was when we first walked into the house and the other pugs were so excited too. The other pugs have been sniffing her & looking at her curiously. I know that they know who she is, but they seem confused that she is not coughing! Tonight, BG has been peacefully sleeping in my lap-and I say again-peacefully! Quite honestly, if Baby Girl only had this one day to be able to breathe freely and without straining with a cough, it has all been worth the sleepless nights, tears, and gray hairs. 
Moving forward: BG will go to Dr. Linderman’s Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday so that they can monitor her. We will get an x-ray in 4 weeks. We’ll have a follow up at UT in 3 months so they can put a scope down BG throat to see the progress of the stint imbedding. We will still need to keep BG calm and from getting excited which causes her to cough. Hopefully, this will be the last of my BG broadcast reports, because hopefully there won’t be anything else to report! My hope is that it will be very boring around here!
